What We Do

Prophylaxis lowers the risk of
intracranial bleeding by 50%
for people with hemophilia

People with hemophilia who
treat bleeds at home are less
likely to be admitted to the
hospital for complications

Children who are treated
regularly to prevent bleeding
show less joint damage by

6 years of age than those
treated after bleed starts

Mortality & hospitalization
rates are 40% lower for those
with hemophilia who receive
care at a Hemophilia
Treatment Center (HTC)
